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Abstract 

Here are the formatting guidelines for the IJME Journal. Please strictly adhere to this format for your contribution; this will greatly expedite publication. Note that the ENTIRE document should be typed in Times New Roman font. Limit the abstract to 250 words or less.

Introduction


We ask authors to follow these guidelines and make the paper look exactly like this document. The easiest way to do this is simply to download this template and replace the content with the text of your manuscript.  


When replacing the content, use “Paste Options/Keep Text Only” to avoid changing the current tab setting.  Format the text according to the guidelines.

Typeset Text

This section provides details for typesetting your manuscript according to the formatting guidelines set for the IJME Journal. Please use a 10-point Times New Roman font for the entire document. The goal is to have a 10-point text, as you see here.  The text should be “full justified.”

Note that in ALL Sections or Subsections the paragraphs will start with an indentation of 0.125". There will be a one-line space between two paragraphs. The size of the line space is 10-point in Times New Roman.

After you finish converting your whole document into the two-column format, select each paragraph and hyphenate it by choosing “Tools/Language/Hyphenation automatically hyphenate document” and setting “Hyphenation zone” to be 0.25" (default) in MS Office.

A. Title and Authors

The title (22-point, bold, small caps) should be centered in one column format. 

Author’s name and affiliation (9-point) should be listed consecutively if there are multiple authors.  See the example at the top of this page.  Repeat the same procedure for the next author. Do not create a table or text box and place the “Author and Affiliation” information horizontally. Do not list the author’s e-mail address; instead, list it at the end of the author’s biography (see Biographies Section).
B. Page Numbering, Headers, and Footers


Do not include headers, footers or page numbers other than as already found in this manuscript. Please note that the headers, footers or page numbers are different for the first page, and the rest of the even and odd pages. Actual page numbers and other running heads will be modified when the publications are assembled.

 
Heading and Subheading


Heading should be 16-point in Times New Roman in flush left (left justified).  Leave one line space of a 10-point size between the heading and previous text and one line space of a 10-point size between the heading and the following text.

   Subheading should be 14-point in flush left (left justified). Leave a one line space of a 10-point size between the subheading and previous text and one between the subheading and the following text. 

Mathematics


Math typesetting can be done by Equation Editor, or by any other system that produces clear math types. Symbols and shorter expressions can be placed within the text, e.g.,   
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. More complex expressions should be placed in a new line in display style:
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All equations should be numbered and placed in the center of the column (using Tab key). Equation number should be flushed to the end of the column (using Tab key). They should be referenced like Equation (1). Unless it is absolutely necessary, equation numbers should not have parts to them. E.g., instead of using Equation 1(a) and Equation 1(b), please number them as Equation (1) and Equation (2).

Figures/Captions


Place Tables/Figures/Images in text as close to the reference as possible. Tables/Figures/Images may have a maximum width of 3.4". All Tables/Figures/Images should be centered.

Captions for figures and tables should be 9-point Times New Roman (bold).  A figure’s caption should be under the figure, image, or picture while a table’s caption should be above the table. If the caption is short, center it. Otherwise, it is to be left and right justified. There should be a line space of 10-point size between the figure’s caption and the following text and a line space of 10-point size between the table’s caption and the previous text. Figure numbering and referencing should be done sequentially; e.g., Figure 1, Figure 2, Table 1, Table 2, etc. for single figures, and Figure 1(a), Figure 1(b), etc. for figures with multiple parts.

Format for References


Leave a one-line space of a 10-point size between the reference heading and the previous text, and also between the reference heading and reference information. 


The referencing preference is to list and number each reference when referring to it in the text (e.g., [2]), type the corresponding reference number inside of bracket. 


Papers that have not been published, even if they have been submitted for publication, should be cited as “unpublished” [5]. Papers that have been accepted for publication should be cited as “in press” [6]. 


In the reference list, after numbering the bracket, each reference will start with an indentation of 0.375".

Format for Biographies


Each author may include his or her biography at the end of the paper. The paragraph begins with the author’s name (all caps, bold, indentation of 0.125" space) and may contain the author’s educational background in which the degrees should be listed with type of degree in what field, which institution, city, state, country, and year degree earned. Next, the author biography should consist of the author’s current title, and author’s affiliation. Third, the author’s major field of study should be listed. Published books could also be included. Try not to list more than three books or published articles. The format for listing publishers of a book within the biography is: title of book (city, state: publisher name, year) similar to a reference. The biography is ended with the author’s contact e-mail address like this: Dr. Author may be reached at author@.university.edu
